	Pick up and drop off points for students (e.g. private vehicles, buses etc):

	The following safety features are in place to ensure that the picking up or dropping off of students is undertaken in a safe manner:
· Designated pedestrian crossings are: 
Located at Oakover Rd,driveway entrance, Scotia St entrance  and on Miller St lights, and

Supervised 8.30 to 9.15am and 3.15 to 4.00pm
· At main gate in Scotia St
· Traffic/crossing controllers utilise the following safety aids and personal protective equipment (PPE) under the supervision of Darebin Council:

·  “lollipop” sign and whistle
· Crossing flags; and
· High visibility jacket.


	· Speed restriction signage is clearly displayed in the workplace at the following locations:
